2. Minutes of the Previous Meeting
Minutes of the meeting 19 September 2011 were accepted
3. Matter arising from the minutes
a. Obedience Website – to be followed up  
b. Dog Trainers Association – Version 2 of the draft rules were presented prior to the meeting.  
c. CD Judges – follow up on OJA – it is understood that work is under way on change of constitution.  
d. Ob Gr Ch certificate – work in progress
4. Voting
a. Regulation changes – will go to EC in December for final approval
b. Feedback – general feeling that there was too much for people to read for general option 1.  Some voted against it due to just one or two clauses.  Very low turn-out
c. Registers – Region Rally-O voting registers to be progressed.  To follow up with NZKC re access to club lists by region reps.
d. Notification of results –  Agreed that the region reps should post to the region lists but chairperson or Deputy will post to the NZ Dog Obedience list (or other national lists).  Results will go on our new DOC web site.
e. Election 2012 for Deputies – it was agreed that the call for nominations will go in the February Dog World.  NZKC will reserve a position in the Dog World in subsequent years for Region Reps and Deputy Reps (alternate years).  Agreed that should ask for a resume of fewer than 200 words to come with the nomination which also solves the problem of nominee acceptance.
5. NDOA 2011 Report
G Collins gave a short verbal report of the NDOA held in October.  Generally went very well with good feedback.  Obedience numbers lower than previous NDTAs but not too bad.  Lower numbers were to be expected due to first year of split from agility.  Went well financially also due largely to a Pub Charity grant and a fund-raising raffle.
6. NDOA 2012
A Kirk gave a verbal report.

· No meeting recently

· The Rally-O teams event is still being looked at.  Some expressed concern over the requirements of the other regions to field a full Rally-O team given there are very few people above Novice and possibly none above Advanced A in the North Island.  Asked that the NDOA committee consider this and the financial impact of sending a further six team members to the NDOA.  A Kirk to forward a Rally-O teams proposal from the NDOA committee for consideration.

· Consideration re changing the day on which the teams event is held – just an idea at this stage.

· Breed show may start Wednesday pm otherwise the Nationals will start on the Thursday (4th October) and finish on the Saturday.

· It was agreed that Obedience should start the same day as breed.

· There will be a breed prelude show at the Kennel Centre in Porirua
· There was no interest from any of the Central Region clubs to run an obedience prelude show.  It was felt that a show on Tuesday would not be well supported and, given that the NZKC were not prepared to help financially or with the organisation, that it was too great a burden on the clubs.
